MINUTES

Public Safety Committee Meeting
Tuesday, March 3, 2015, 8:30 A.M.
Boardroom, 2" Floor, City Hall

PRESENT: Mayor Joe G. Bennett; and Council Members: Chairwoman Pat Shelton; Ron Bratton; Neal
Grimes; Joe Leonard; Joel Pierce; Scott Styers; Raleigh York Jr.; and City Manager Kelly Craver; Police
Chief Jeff Insley; Lieutenant Brad Saintsing; Fire Chief Marty Dailey; Public Services Director Morgan
Huffman ; Fire Inspectors Rocky Watts and Tim McNeil; and Barney W. Hill.

The meeting was called to order by Chairwoman Pat Shelton. Joe Leonard made a motion to approve
the minutes of February 3, 2015. Raleigh York seconded the motion.

1. Fire Department Update — Chief Dailey

Tim McNeil - was introduced to committee as the newly hired Fire Inspector.
Operation Medicine Drop — March 18" at Headquarters, 9:30 am — 12 noon and 2:00 pm—4:30 pm.
EOC — The department would like to set the Fire Station up as an Emergency Operations Center and
serve as a location for everyone to come and set up their equipment, in the event of a natural
disaster of any kind. Chief Dailey reported that this idea is being looked at and considered by staff.
The City of Thomasville Elected Official Guide in Emergencies and Disasters — A pamphlet which is in
the design phase, created to inform Council of their role as an elected official in the event of an
emergency situation,
e Chief Dailey was asked to bring the EOC Plan back to committee next month after meeting
with Kelly Craver and Chief Insley. He was asked to take into consideration the remarks
committee made as to the location.

2. Police Department Update — Chief Insley

The monthly report was distributed.

Snow Event — No snow related crashes to report.

Annual Report — Forthcoming.

Violent Crime — Overall is down, a downward trend in Property Crime is continuing as well.

Recruits — All four are doing well.

Randolph Street Corridor — Lt. Tilley is conducting a study in the area near Sheetz where there may be
more potential growth. The department will forward recommendations.

Power Loss — The building did lose power resulting in repairs to the generator. A wiring upgrade has
been done which will allow power in more than half the building should there be another outage.
Special Operations — Attended a training session put on by the Attorney General.




3. Discussion on Noise Ordinance

There was discussion last month as to whether or not to use the decibel meter as a means to
measure noise while investigating complaints. This topic was directed back to committee from the
briefing meeting of February 9" for further discussion.

Lt. Saintsing was asked to research prices for decibel meters. The lowest price he found was $400 for
a Piccolo brand meter from a company called Scantek in Maryland. He spoke with Mr. Gallagher of
Scantek who reviewed our ordinance and also a proposed ordinance written by Dr. Noral Stewart of
Stewart Acoustical Consultants in Raleigh. Mr. Gallagher suggested the Piccolo meter for
Thomasville. We would also need to purchase a calibrator for about $418. Each time the meter is
used it would have to be calibrated first. All personnel using the meter would have to be trained.
Additionally, the meter and calibrator would have to be sent in annually for a certification which
would take 5 — 10 days at a cost of about $350.

Lt. Saintsing recommended having 2 meters and calibrators in order to have one available all the
time.

A discussion was held on the downtown residential and commercial zones.

Chief Insley said the department is asking for direction. If Council wishes to use the decibel meter,
the department will keep the current ordinance we have and work it. He said we would have to
ensure we have the instrument and have personnel trained to use it.

Chief reported there are hardly any calls for noise during the winter months but they will increase
with warm weather coming.

Ron Bratton said he feels the sound meters will be a big problem for the department. He referred
back to the “11:00 Rule” - when the department could not enforce anything until after that hour
when the ordinance actually took effect. He said the time could be moved back to 10:00 and that
might help. He said you can write any ordinance you want, but getting it prosecuted and through the
court system will be the problem.

Scott Styers said what he likes about the ordinance is that it allows for the fact that businesses now
have live music and for them it is 2:00 am when they stop serving alcohol.

Lt. Saintsing said Dr. Stewart forwarded him a model ordinance that he (Dr. Stewart) recommends.
However, at the same time, it is a guide; our ordinance should be based on what our local problems
are. The ordinance should fit our needs.

Chairwoman Shelton asked what the main noise complaints received are.

Chief Insley replied — parties, loud music at outdoor venues, and young people with loud base playing
in vehicles. Permitting will take care of the venue situation, or at least it should.

Lt. Saintsing reported some statistics he gathered. Since January 2013 the department received 830
noise complaints and 1 citation was written. He asked if Council would want to enforce the citations
as civil or criminal.

Joe Leonard said he did not think those figures justify a meter.

Raleigh York said if we get into a position where the department and officers feel like they are
obligated to write citations, it becomes subjective as to what they think. If they write citations that
are not prosecuted, they are wasting their time. He said he would prefer that we not get into that
position.

Lt. Saintsing said that in Davidson County in 2013, there were 13 noise ordinance charges that made
it to court. In 2014 there were 8 noise misdemeanor charges that went to court. They were cited as
criminal charges. Civil penalties do not proceed to court.

Chairwoman Shelton said we may want to write civil citations.



Lt. Saintsing said the proposed ordinance was written with the option to charge criminally after
subsequent complaints and a repetitive problem.

Joe Leonard said it had been his experience during ride-a-longs with officers that Police presence
immediately brought the situation under control when responding to the violation calls. It seems to
be an effective means rather than a penalty or something of that nature.

Scott Styers said his concern is that this issue needs to be addressed as people complain; it needs to
be complaint driven.

Neal Grimes added that we still need boundaries.

Chairwoman Shelton, with the consensus of her committee suggested adding language as follows:

Enforcement Time - 11:00 pm to 7:00 am as enforcement time for the noise ordinance in residential
areas. It will remain at 2:00 am for the C-4 District.
Decibel Meter *— Chief Insley asked for clarification as to maintaining the ordinance as is or changing
it to add the use of a decibel meter. He cannot issue a permit for an outside venue without the
decibel meter. He has only had 1 incident in 6 years where the meter would have been in use.
Officer’s Required *— Another ordinance other than noise, currently states that depending on the
number of people attending an event at an outside venue, the Chief can dictate how many officers
will be there. Chief asked for clarification on this because it requires a decibel meter as well.
*By changing the time to 11:00 pm, in essence that would change that ordinance and take the
decibel meter out, but we would put in a time frame, giving the Chief discretion as to how
many officers are needed. (example: 500 people requires X number of officers). That will be
changed to reflect no use of a decibel meter.
Section 16 — The suggestions made last month by Raleigh York (as noted in the February minutes) be
made.
Penalty — Assess a civil penalty.
Fees — S50 or $100 was the consensus, Kelly Craver said he would get with Paul Mitchell regarding
the civil penalty procedure and collection process.
Vehicles — Hard to enforce, mufflers are state law.

Lt. Saintsing will make the changes as suggested and the ordinance will be brought back to committee
next month.
